PSAT: ELA

e The purpose of the PSAT 8/9 is to establish a starting point in terms of college and career
readiness as students transition to high school. It’s a way for students to practice for the
PSAT 10, the PSAT/NMSQT, and the SAT that you take in High School.

e Because there’s no penalty for guessing, your raw score is the number of questions you

answered correctly.
e PSAT 8/9 has two sections: an evidence-based reading and writing section and a math
section. The reading and writing section includes two tests, one for each subject. The entire

PSAT 8/9 takes 2 hours and 35 minutes to complete, including a ten minute break.
