● At the current rate of degree attainment, CA will fall short of
meeting this need by 5.6% or 1.1 million degrees
CA currently ranks 40th in the country for college-going rate

Why College and Career Readiness 
Matters to the Inland Empire

The Inland Empire has the lowest college-going rate of any 
major population area of the state (only the San Joaquin Valley 
and the farthest north-eastern counties of the state are lower).  



Why What We Do 
Matters to Our Students

The Inland Empire has the lowest percentage of households 
where someone has at least some college experience.

That means it is more likely that our students will not have 
someone in their home who has experience navigating the 
college exploration, application, enrollment and success 
process.
