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Submitting forms

other recommenders.

Each college determines which forms they require.

• School profile

• School report
• Early decision agreement
• Fee waiver
• Counselor recommendation (35% require)
• Optional report 1 and 2
• Mid-year report (25% require)
• Final report
• Teacher evaluation (30% require)
• Other evaluation
