Elementary School Counseling Virtual Plan

• Weekly communication sent out 
to families

• Communication will include a 
small SEL lesson or activity for 
students.

• One on one virtual counseling 
will be offered to students.

• Counselors will also be reaching 
out to connect with students 
that "go dark."

*Weekly communication may be sent out by counselors or in collaboration with grade levels or admin to not overwhelm parents
*Communication is to be kept short to be empathetic of family's needs. 
    - Following Maslow's Hierarchy of Needs, basic needs should be met first. 
*District notification will be sent to ALL families that telehealth services are available. Any ongoing services ie weekly check-ins will need parent consent which will be done through Microsoft form. 
*Collaborate with teachers and admin to identify students that "go dark" to help make contact and meet needs of family. Not about families having children finish schoolwork but making sure they have resources (financial, physical, emotional) to keep family afloat.

Flipgrid
What is it?
• A platform used to engage 

students through video.
• Counselors can create a 

grid and different 
subcategories known as 
topics.

• Students respond to a 
written and/or video prompt 
and you can respond back 
to the students.

Possible topic categories: Coping skills, problem, solving, empathy, mindfulness, etc. 



Features

• Record videos from your 
computer, upload or attach 
links for students to view

• Able to moderate video 
responses before allowing them 
to be seen

• Students are able to view, like, 
and respond to others videos

• Students can download links 
that you attach to prompt



Getting Started

• Create a new account with a Microsoft or google email

• Choose how people will have access to your Grid
• School Email – no one but students in your district can access
• Student ID – created by Grid Owner
•PLC and Public - allow any person with your Flip Code access to your Grid.
